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THE EVANGRLIZATION OF
THE JEWS.

#Theywho have never concealed their
hatred of the religion of Christ are begin-
ning to flock to His standard. Thereare

. now 2,000 Hebrew Christians in Berlinand
3,000 in Greaf Britain. Every year, 1,500
Jews leave the synagogue for the Church
of Christ. A few years ago a Hebrew
Caristian prayer nmion was formed in
Londen. It has now 351 members. The
London society {or promoting Christianity
among the Jews has missionaries in 28
European, six Asiatic, and four African
cittes. Of all the Christian missions among
the Jows that of Joseph Rabinowitz gives
the grestest encouragement to those whe
look for the speedy evangelization of the
Jewish people.”

¢ ‘Rabinowitz is 2 phenomenon in mad-
ern church history, at the apperance of
which out hopes are revived; a star of
promise in the heavens. May God pre-
serve this star in the right course and give
it the right light " are the hopeful wordsof
Franz Delitzsch of Leipsic.  Joseph Ra-
binowitz was deeply versed in Talmudic
lore ; a leading lawyer of Bessarabia, cor-
respondent of the most influential Hebrew
papers of Russia. By the Government he
was appointed to positions of honor and
influence. The Jewish Gentile strife led
him to hope that if brought to Palestine his
people would again be a free and progres-
sive nation. He went to Palestine to
arrange for the accomplishment of this cher-
ished scheme. He returned to announce
to his brethren, “The key tothe Holy Land
lies in the hand of cur brother Jesus,’ and
immediately began to preach the Gospel.
He lately wrote to Saphir, *“Tell the breth-
ren of London, Edinburgh and Glasgzw
that in the valley of Russia the bones are
beginning to come together.” *

#Dr. J. Lichtenstein, a Rabbi, of Tapio-
Szele, Hungary, has announced himself a
believer in Jesus Christ our Lord. His
conversion is due to the independent study
of the New Testament. He has published
two pamphlets with the obje& of proving
to his brethren the divinity of Christ.
There is & movement, extending to nine
German universities, having for its aim
Christian missions among the Jews,
This ‘Instituta Hebraica' two years ago
numbered three hundred students as its



members, InNew York city Jacob Fresh-
man commenced work among Jews seven
years ago. The work was heavily bandi-
capped. But the one aim of the missico
has been to show to Israel that Jesns, their
btother, is their Messiah, and to urge the
people tbeloved for their fathers’ sake’ to
accept him as the Lamb of God who taketh
away the world's sins.”

v“Twenty-two years ago we had the joy
of sailing {rom London to commence the
work of the Incawp Misston, There are
500 more missionaries in China today (not
counting missionaries’ wives} than there
were twenty-two years ago. Is it not
something te praise God for? More than
3,000 have been baptized. We have been
disappointed in some of these people, but
how many more unbaptized ones died in
the faith of Clhrist! If omly the present
number of communicants—sz,100—had
been saved, there wonld be great cause to
give God thanks and praise. In ffteen
provinces, we have 64 stations and 65 out-
stations ; 132 native helpers, 18 schools,
24 hospitals, etc., carried on by native
Christians—a very encouraging fact.”

A version of the Mandarin New Testa-
ment in Roman letters is being printed.”

“T would urge the need of increasing
prayers for cur beloved brothers and sisters
in China, If the number of them is large,
Batan is not pleased. If their piety has
deepened, Satan is not pleased. If their
success in winning souls is increased, Satan
is not pleased. Depend upon it that noth-
ing within his power to hinder or to mar
the spiritual life ofany one, or ofthe whole
of them, will he negle&t. But God is
almighty. May we not count upon con-
stant prayers that the spiritual life of the
workers may be ever sustained and deep-
ened?

s+There are now 204 missionaries in the
China Inland Mission, 1o or 1z of whom
aremedical missionaries. Medical mission
work in China affords a splendid sphere
jor those who have medical knowledge,
and are willing to consecrate it to the
Lord’s service. Whatever difficulties may
arise you can look up to Him with the
assurance of His protetion. But we are
simply and absolutely there on sufferance.
If the people in the city chose to raise [alse
1eports, it would be the. simplest thing in
the world to get up a popular riot and ex-
pel the missionaries, as has often been
done. At such hard times we need to cast
ourselves upen the Lord to know what His
purpose is; but if we have patience, even
in these hardships, we shall be able to
testify that ‘ALl things work togoether for
good to them that love God."”

«We nse the medical work as akey, and
when the docrs are unlecked we use every
opportunity ta preach the Gospel.  Sup-
pose that you open a small house, and
admit men into one room and women into
another, fitting up a middle room for the
dispensary. They will at once see that
your purpose is a benevolent one. And
wlen the sick come and receive kind treat-
ment, and go away relieved and benefited,
avery favorable impression is made, In
houses to which we should never have Leen
called otherwise the residents heard for the
first time the Gospel of the grace of Ged.
While the patients are one by cnc being
seen, the fellow-missionary goes on speak-
ing to those waiting their tum. Thus we
have 2 splendid opportunity of preaching
to peaple who perhzps otherwise wonld
sever hear the Gospel.”

“Preaching in China is very different to
preaching at home, some have never before
heard about Christ or about God. Al is
strunge to them, and you must begin at the
very foundation. If; instead of just speak-
ing to them, you write your text on the

wall, you gain a great deal. We use a
text-rofl, turning over a leaf ata time, and
‘we are often asked ‘what we have come to
this land for.” These two words explain
why, ‘Chuan-to’—preach the Gospel.’
Then we turn over the page and say, ‘Do
you want to know what this Gospel is
which we preach? Chen-Shen—the truc
God.  In your country we see temples on
every side and idols inevery house. Now
we have come fo sperk to vou abeut the
one true God.” Verylikely some one will
say, “Who is this true God?  Where does
He live? Where and how do you worship
Him?»  Then you turn over again and
show them ‘Tsaot ien-ti.’—*Creator of
heaven and emrth.’ This is quite a2 new
thought to them, for their ideais that heaven
und carth were always theve, They have
no idex of a Creator. These three words
rivet their attention ags you speak about
God zs the Creator of all things and the
Ruler of all men. You may next turn
over another leaf, and speak about man,
first made holy, then falling inte sin.
*Kiu-chu.’—tSaviour,’” spenkto them abant
Christ as the Saviour.” .

*1 Chronicles xxix. 5: ‘Who then is
willing to conseerate his service this day
unto the LordF T take it that we profess
that our life really is consecrated to God’s
service. (h, brethren, when we lock into
our hearts, is it a 2@ that our whole life is
consecrated to God’s service? 1s it a fakt
that 1 am living both in the way and in the
place God would have me to live} Are
we really working for our Ged as and
where He would have us ™

“Two sentences God sent home to my
heart. Omne, "Whyshouldlnofgo? The
other, tIDo you believe that you have a call
from God to stop athome? 1s there any
Christian brother or sister who docs not
long to be filled with the Spirit?  Is it not
what we want, whether to work at home
or abroad? Ifwe want to be Blled with



the Spirit, we must put ourselves into the
hands of the Spirit, for Him to do with
us a3 He would.”

I did oot know whether God wanted
me to go to China or not; but when one is
in God’s hands, willing to go anywhere,
He makes the way plain.  While in doubt
what to do, & remark of a sister was the
meang of leading me to take the first step.
‘Sometimes when God is leading us to do
special wark for Him, we have to take the
first step in simple, naked fajth ; we cannot
see anything beyond.” That Jittle messuge
seemed to come straight from God. Ob
what a joy it is to be willing to go wher-
ever the Lord wants, and to put one’s self
into His hands! Oh may God lead us all
s to put ourselves into His hands, that He
can do anything with us !

“Dir. Dale, of Birmingham, one of the
shrewdest observers of the age, stated that
the great evangelistic revival of the last
century reached its height about 1830, and
from that tirne bogan to decline. 1 set to
work to try to find out why, and could uot
conceal from myself that 1830 was just the
time that the missionary societies had
kindied a flame of enthusiasm all over the
country. I do not say the twe things are
necessarily connedted, but T do want you
carnestly to rouse yourselves to look this
question fully in the face. Is it possible
that it be nssociated with the nethods of
our great missionary societies i

“First, whether it-was not a peril and an
infinite loss to the Church when she began
leaving the simplicity of the Gospel to stir
up missionary enthusiasm. Then was not
there o greater peril>—when we began to
put all our energics into getting money to
carry on God’s work. What could come
of it but this—that richk men were worth
more to the Chureh than good men, wealth
more than piety? We are glad that the
China Inland Mission has mever tronbled
itself sbout money. Now, I would that we

could learn thiz method. Look at the
question all round. We think we may do
for the Church what a publican would be
sent to prison for if he were to attemp? it.
Tthank God the China Inland Mission has
taught us the lesson not to be afraid # go
to God to ask for money. Now, as I turn
to the New Testament I find the most
sublime indifference to money. As topoor
Judas, 1 really cannot help pitying him;
how bewildered he must have been when
there came to the Masteg that gentleman,
wuorth at least, let us say, £100,000, and
the Lord Jesus said, ‘Go give all your
money to the poor, and come and follow
Mel

‘‘Almost all Christians, if they give a
good subscription, think that they have
done all that duty requires. Now, I be-
lieve that that has been the outeome of the
methods adopted.  Agree with me or dis.
Agree with me, but think it ont; for the
Church bas come to think that the conver-
sion of the world rests with the ministers,
and that the Church's wotk is to givetheir
anaual subscriptions and nothing more,
Now the China Inland Mission has come in
tateach usthis great lesson, that no man docs
his duty to the Lord Jesus Christ who wants
in any way to get rid of his share of the
burdean. We put the minister out of his
place. He is not the light of the world,
up somewhere where most of you eannot
get.  You are the light of the werld, and
the minister Is the golden sauffers: that is
all. He has to keep the lights bright and
burning.”

“I thank God that the China Tuland
Mission das apened np ofiportunities for
indrvidual Rerodsne. Yes, work is only
thought to be self~sacrifice when it is for
Jasus Crnrse, Ohlit is an infinitely sad
thing: we only talk zbout self snerifice
when it is to save sonls.
