ELDERS,

Some lay great stress on the faét that the word
wsed, “ordarined them elders” (A&s xiv. 23),
means pornled ont by holding up the hand, as in
voting it a popular assembly. It is true that it
has this meaning, and may even have had this
technical use; but that would only prove the
manper of the a@ion. The point at {ssue Is re-
garding the agents. TIf elders were appointed
by holding up the hand, it was the hands of
Paul and Barnabas, not of the church in the
place. The context shows that thoee who or-
dained were those who came and went and were
engiged in preaching the Gospel. The mean-
ing of the word and the manner of the aé&ion
prove nothing ag to the church or congregation
being the mgends, or as to the elders being ap-
poloted by popular eledtion. They were or-
dalned by Paul and Barnabas.

Then to ordain elders now you tmust Aret find
them, and the apostles or their delegates. It is
readily admitted that we have none who can a&
with apostolic avthority now. It Is clear like-
wisa thal the church, or congregation, if we go
by Scripture, has not anything to say in the
ordination of elders. If it is contended that it
hes, then you must have the wiole churck of the
place, or the part that ad&s will thereby take
ftself a sedf, being an uétion which councerns all,
In the broken state of things, by divlsions, the
whole church In any centre cannot be gathered
together. There cannot be any appointment,
therefore, by the church there even If it had

authority to a&t. This in no way denies the!

competency and autherity of the twe or three
gathered for ading in discipline in regard to any
amon themsefves (1. Cor. v, 12, 13).

Again, unless you have the whole church of
the place there is no certainty that the real elders
are among thos¢ who wish to maks the appoint-
ment. They way be among the believers who
are not in the meeting that seeks to a&. Thus,
therefore, the God-given elders cannot be ap-
pointed by man in the present hroken state of
things. If attempted, it is a denjal of the ruin
of the Church as an outward thing. When even

thought about, the principles of gathering, amid
the rtuin, are feebly apprebended. 1f a few, in
separation from the evil of the whole, attempt
to act as if they were the whole, they deny the
very principles upon which they have come to-
gether amid the ruin, Then it Brethren, so
called, ordain elders, they there and then give
up the very ground and principles on which
they have adted in separating from the denotni-
nations. Bur they can maintain their prinel-
ples and own the name and Werd of the Lord,
amid the rufn, and submit themselves unto such
as the Lord leads to care for His saints. The
work of the elder may be done and recognized,
through grace, although there is ne ordination
except as [n the spirit of constraining love they
addi& themselves (1. Cor xvi. 15, 10).
